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Point Spring & Driveshaft and Brake Drum
& Equipment Celebrates 10 Years

July marks the 10th anniversary between
Point Spring & Driveshaft (PSD) and Brake
Drum & Equipment Co. (BDE).  The two
companies merged in July 1997 to better serve
the trucking industry's needs.  

“The merger helped Point Spring tremen-
dously,” says Bill Ryan, CEO of PSD.
“Together, we have a bigger product offering
with a lot more service. It allowed us to
become one of the better companies in the
industry in America.  It also gave us a great
pool of people who are still with us.”  

BDE was founded in 1951, in the
Lawrenceville section of Pittsburgh, as a man-
ufacturer of brake drums for the transporta-
tion industry. After a few years in the manu-
facturing end of the business, the company
refocused on the distribution of parts, partic-
ularly brake-related components.  In a very
short period of time, they became known as
the experts in the brake industry.

In the early 1990’s, after PSD learned about
Brake Drum’s intent to sell its assets, manage-
ment approached one of the owners, but no
deal was made at the time.  In 1996, the dis-
cussions picked up again and it took nearly
one year to finalize the deal. The merger
between the two companies immediately
brought PSD into some new markets and gave
their customers a richer product offering.  

“It increased our footprint in our market by
filling certain holes that we had,” says Mike
Scherer, PSD’s president and treasurer.  “It
allowed us to service customers in those

regions better from a convenience stand-
point.”

“One of the most prominent attributes of
acquiring the assets of Brake Drum and
Equipment was the Brake Lining and Supply
Division,” adds John W. Reder, Vice
President of PSD.  “The BLS name, as it is
known, is synonymous as one of the premier
brake shoe remanufacturing facilities in this
industry. We have invested numerous
resources to maintain and improve the quali-
ty that our industry customers come to
expect.”

Since their product lines expanded, it
meant more parts for the new customer base
and allowed PSD to become a one-stop shop.

“We are now a full-service company for our
customers,” says Mark Scherer, a purchasing
agent for PSD.  “In the past, customers would
come to Point Spring for suspension parts and
go to Brake Drum for brake parts.  Now they
come and do that all in one spot.” 

When employees discuss the merger today,
they recall the challenge of combining the
two different work cultures.  

“Although we became a larger company
which made us stronger and put us in a better
financial position, people were apprehensive
at first,” says John Locke, a purchasing agent
with PSD.  “It was a rough start, but people
came to see the benefits of this merger and in
the long run, it made us a better company.”

According to Bill, what made the merger
difficult in the beginning was the fact that the
two companies were competitors in some
markets. 

“Marrying the two cultures was the tough-
est part,” says Bill. “We needed to get every-
one together to make it happen.  Their cul-
ture was a lot different than ours.  So it didn’t
always go hand in hand.  We really had to
work on it, and at the same time, take care of
all the employees.” 

It wasn’t just the employees who had to
adjust to the merger, but the vendors as well.  

“When we took on Brake Drum’s product
lines, their vendors obviously didn’t know us,
so there was some anxiety on their part,” says
Mike.  “They wondered whether we could we
pull this off.  They were a little unsure of this
coming to fruition and being a success.”  

With any merger, there is give and take on
both sides.  On PSD’s end, they adapted
Brake Drum’s computer systems, while Brake
Drum’s employees had to adapt to a new set of
procedures and policies.

“Through a lot of determination – our cus-
tomers and employees would agree – we

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became a stronger company and a more for-
midable force in our market,” says Mike.  “We
merged two sets of personnel with a vast
amount of knowledge and experience in the
industry.  It made us a stronger player in the
market and enhanced our position in the
market.”

John Reder says that another challenge was
making sure that the trusted names of Point
Spring and Brake Drum and Equipment
maintained their name brand equity. 

“Despite the fact at that time we had over
70 years in the industry, people always have a
tendency to be reluctant to change,” he says.

“Even though as independent companies,
each had a strong employee–customer fol-
lowing along with a diverse listing of ven-
dors as a strength, there was much at risk.
These included Point Spring’s in-house
service facilities and the customer loyalty of
Brake Drum being interrupted.”

John adds, “I am proud to say that as a
team we have achieved the goal of main-
taining, yet intensifying, brand name equity
through consistent prudent investments
and making best business decisions of
enhancing the customer experience.” 

Without a doubt, Bill says that they could
not have done this without the support of
the stakeholders.  

“Our customers worked with us during
the rough times until we were able to turn it

around and offer them richer services and
products,” he says.  “The employees had to
be diligent and help us forge a new pact
because of two cultures.  That took a lot of
courage on their part and openness and
willingness to change. And the vendors
stood in there and worked with us on specif-
ic things that we needed to do.  They were
real partners with us as well.”

As they reflect on how far they have
come, everyone has been extremely pleased
with the outcome.

“It certainly has given us the energy to
look forward and to try new things,” says
Bill.  “As things improve, things change
and it gives us the energy to bring more to
our customers.  It certainly helps us from
stagnating.”

Hydraulic Hoses: 
Proper Assembly and Installation 

Proper hydraulic hose assembly and installation is critical to pre-
venting system failures.  Once you purchase a hydraulic hose, the way
you treat, handle and use it will determine how long it will last. 

Unfortunately, people often pay little attention to the hoses of
their hydraulic system until a failure occurs.  If you’ve been on the
receiving end, you know that it always ends up being a costly mistake.
A hydraulic hose failure will cost you more than just the expense of
buying a replacement hose.  

Additional costs include clean up, disposal, replacement of lost
hydraulic fluid, and lost productivity. Another cost is the possible
damage caused by the ingression of contaminants.  Collateral damage
to other components is another major expense.

“If you don’t inspect them regularly, a hose failure can create cavi-
tations on the suction side and leaks on the pressure and returns,” says
Dan Kubisiak, an auxiliary power specialist with Brake Drum &
Equipment Co. which sells and assembles hydraulic hoses for cus-
tomers. 

Some of the major causes of hydraulic hose failures are welding,
improper routing, and sharp edges along the frame which will cut into
the hose.

Rick Williams, a service manager for Point Spring in the newly
acquired Teed’s location in Meadville, agrees. 

“Hydraulic hoses are always being rubbed against the frame,” he
says.  “They’re located in a place where they are getting rubbed on
and that abrasion will cause its failure.”

As part of your inspection program, Rick says to look for spots
along the hose where it could rub against a frame.  You can avoid
abrasion by clamping or rerouting the hose.  Protective sleeves which
fit over a hose also offer more protection against abrasion.  They are
available in a wide range of types and sizes, such as woven nylon,
hard-rubber guards and coil springs. 

Dan adds that the first thing you should do during inspection is to
make sure that the hose is installed correctly.  

“Always inspect the hose when it’s installed,” he says.  “If it’s twist-
ed, it will cause failure.”  

Many hoses have a bend radius where if it’s too tight of a bend it
can also cause hose failure.  

“Be sure to eliminate as many elbows and reducers as possible and
make sure you have smooth easy gentle bends on hydraulic hoses,”
says Rick.  

Heat-related failure is another common problem.  When the hose
shows signs of hardening and cracking, it’s too close to a heat source.  

“Keep it away from high heat,” Rick says.  “If the hose is near a heat
source it can deteriorate.”

Dan recommends that you know your system requirements.  
“Know how much hydraulic flow is running through your system

and the pressure at which everything should be functioning,” he says.  
High pressure spikes can permanently damage the hose which leads

to a system failure.  A good way to avoid this problem is to install a
hose rated a few hundred psi higher than the maximum system work-
ing pressure.  Or you can also buy a pressure-relief valve. In-line and
work port reliefs may help with problem as well.

No matter how confident you feel that you assembled a hydraulic
hose properly, always remember to do a thorough inspection when
you are done.  That small amount of time you will spend on inspec-
tion could extend your hose’s life just a little longer.

For nearly 60 years, A.D. Weaver Service
Inc. has been one of Western Pennsylvania's
most successful trucking companies.  And
since 1990, they have been one of Point
Spring & Driveshaft’s (PSD) most loyal cus-
tomers.

“They have been an excellent customer of
ours for some time now,” says Brian Huber,
branch manager for the PSD location in
Greensburg, PA. “They order many parts
from us.” 

The relationship between the two compa-
nies developed soon after PSD purchased
the assets of A.D. Weaver Service’s sub-
sidiary at the time – Weaver Motor Service
– which sold trucking parts.  

PSD also purchased A.D. Weaver
Service’s facility on Route 66 in Greensburg,
PA.  After operating for two years under the
name Weaver Motor Service, this location
took on PSD’s name.

“They have been a great company to con-
duct business with and we continue to have
an excellent working relationship with
them,” says Brian.   “We deal with many
good people from over there.”

The mechanic group of A.D. Weaver
Service orders plenty of repair parts from
PSD to keep their vehicles in excellent con-
dition.  The company orders many of these
parts through PSD because they obtain good
pricing and of the wide variety of parts that
are available, according to Helen
DeSimone, office manager for A.D. Weaver
Service.    

“We have had a great relationship with
the people from Point Spring ever since we
sold our business to them,” says Helen.
“We’ve never had a problem with Point
Spring and we’ll continue to do business
with them. They’ve been wonderful.”

The company was founded in 1950 by
Albert D. Weaver, who passed away last fall
at the age of 92.  In 1945, Albert, along with
his sons and a partner, began a truck service
shop in Wilkinsburg, where they also assem-
bled trucks for the Army.  The service shop
soon gave way to the founding of A.D.
Weaver Service.  

Albert took pride in providing outstand-
ing customer service and reliability which
has allowed his business to grow and devel-

op a large customer base.  The trucking com-
pany has always been dedicated to providing
quality service to local general freight and
hauling heavy equipment. 

Today, A.D. Weaver Service has a total of
seven trucks, 12 tractors, 32 trailers and 30
employees.  They haul freight and heavy
equipment, mostly in the tri-state area. The

Although it sold its repair shop to PSD
over 15 years ago, the company has returned
to its roots and are doing truck repair and
service work through its mechanic group.

The company supplies
wheel end related products including wheel
seals, bearings, locking nuts, and hubcaps to
the medium and heavy duty transportation
industry.    

The company was established on March 1,
1951, by Ben Cook and Tom Davidson in St.
Charles, Missouri. The first two products the
company made were mufflers and oil reservoirs
for trucks.  By February 1959, the company
moved its facilities to the East Texas city of
Longview.  In 1960, they began developing hub
oil seals made from leather.

While many events in the company’s history
are viewed as significant, one that stands out
was in 1996 when Stemco divested its exhaust
business.  This same year, Stemco began their
journey into lean manufacturing, new product
development and innovation for the wheel end
industry.  Consequently, Stemco introduced
over 15 new products in the last 10 years each
designed to improve performance and ease of
installation.

“We are committed to a higher standard of
performance and increased customer value,”
says Brett Hugo, regional sales manager for
Stemco.  “We recognize that customer value is
created by identifying needs, applying quality
components, and providing excellent service.”

Because of this commitment to a “Higher
Standard of Performance,” Stemco applied a
TQM (Total Quality Maintenance) service to
provide customers with detailed product infor-
mation, installation procedures, hands-on
training, and mechanic certification programs.

The Stemco TQM program provides onsite
fleet and distributor training at no charge.
Several years ago, they developed a unique
training truck equipped with a custom tool box
and axle assembly to provide on site installa-
tion training for all of its customers.  All of
their district sales managers in the country
have this truck as their company vehicle. 

Today, the head office in Longview has gradu-
ally expanded an international marketing and
sales operation to cover all other parts of the
world not in their subsidiaries' territories.
Distributors, vehicle and axle manufacturers in
Latin America, Japan, Southeast Asia, South
Africa, and the Middle East sell Stemco products
to truck fleets in these international markets.

Brett says that Stemco’s people are known as
the key ingredient in the company's success
and a major reason why Stemco products are
used by truckers in many parts of the world.

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A Web site is an important component to your customer service ini-
tiatives.

While Point Spring and Driveshaft (PSD) has had a Web site for
over five years, to achieve its growth objectives for the site, they con-
cluded that the most important step was to increase site usability. 

To accomplish this, the site had to be more interactive and easy-to-
use for its customers.   The site was redesigned with improved naviga-
tion ability to help visitors find what they’re looking for faster.   It was
given a fresh, new look that made it easier to read and the information
was reorganized based on customer wants.

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As part of this research endeavor, Bill spent
time over the last four years traveling with his
sales staff to meet with customers to learn
more about what they wanted.  One of the
findings was to develop an online ordering
system.

“We’ve wanted to do that for sometime,”
says Bill. “The handwriting was on the wall
and we knew that was the next step for our
site.”

PSD debuted and tested their online order-
ing system in May 2005.  Among the first cus-
tomers to use it were West Virginia Spring &
Radiator and Skinner Pontiac GMC.

“It’s been great for us,” says Mike Williams
from Skinner Pontiac. “The Web site saves
me time.  I just log on, check pricing on part
supplies, place my order and I’m done with
it.”

Mike uses the Web site about three times a
day to check prices and order part supplies for
things like brake systems, brake drums, seals
and brake shoes.

“I can do all of my ordering from right here
in the office,” he says. “It’s very convenient
and easy to use.”

Dennis McCloskey, Network
Administrator/Purchasing Agent for Point
Spring says that was the primary purpose for
making the site interactive – to make it more
convenient for customers.

“Online ordering was added to give our
customers the convenience,” he says. “Many

companies now operate 24 hours a day.  If
they need to order parts and we’re not open,
they can just place the order online.  We’ve
found that they like the convenience factor
of placing orders at anytime.”

Since the online ordering system testing
began, PSD is close to approaching 75 cus-
tomers for Web access for orders.  Their goal
is to have all customers able to place orders by
the end of the year.   

“We have really relied on these customers
to help us to improve the online ordering sys-
tem,” explains Bill.  “During this beta testing,
we’ve made changes and have continued to
improve it.  We hope to have a global launch
sometime this year.”

Later in the year, PSD will also add a com-
prehensive cross-referencing parts database to
the site.  Customers will be able to log on,
enter a part number and identify alternative
part numbers.    So if PSD does not have a
particular manufacturer’s part in stock, the
database will let customers know if there are
similar parts available.   

“We’re going to keep rolling things out like
this to continue to improve the site,” Bill
says.  “We’re just giving our visitors the abili-
ty to access information that we think will
help make their business better and give
them the capability to order from us at their

convenience 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.”

In the end, PSD hopes to be the online
benchmark in the industry. 

“We want to strive for our site to be the
best in the industry,” says Dennis.  “And
we’re going to keep working hard to make
sure of that.”
